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The charged voice of  students, as 
they repeated in unison, 'The quick 
brown silverish fox jumps over the 
wide white fence in the lazy land…’ 

filled the hall. It was punctuated by instruc-
tions from a tall figure of  a man. “Now repeat 
the line in a sad tone,” he instructed and im-
mediately the mood became glum. 

The man who had the every student at the 
Theatre Y workshop in rapt attention at 
Lifespring 360 degree was Yog Japee, founder 
of  Theatre Y, Chennai. 

“If  you train your voice and body to suit 
the situation, you can create illusion even 
without major props. Even sets and costumes 
are immaterial if  the actors are well trained 
and the story is strong. A powerful script with 
awesome dialogues backed by great acting is 
all that is required for great theatre,” Yog 
remarks.

He believes that language should not be a 
barrier when it comes to acting. “Though a 
majority of  our scripts are in English, we 
have done quite a few Tamil plays. We also 
got the opportunity to do some plays in Hindi 
in Delhi under the guidance of  the UN,” he 
recounts.

“Poetry reading is also an important part 
of  Theatre Y. It helps in improving voice 
modulation and also makes one enjoy the 
poem better,” Yog says and points out that 
many students develop a liking for poetry 
after participating in these sessions at The-
atre Y.   

 “Schools should take the initiative to pop-
ularise drama and poetry reading among 
their students. Kids who undergo such train-
ing are more active in their classrooms than 
their counterparts. Some parents just cannot 
understand why their kids should join acting 
classes if  he/she does not want to be an actor. 
Well, my sole reply to them is, 'you never 
know.' ”  

“Acting is a form of  expression. We get stu-
dents from various backgrounds including 
homemakers, management students and 
working men. When you take up acting cours-
es, you become much more aware of  your 
so-called body language and hence find pre-
senting yourself  easier. Acting is like a lan-
guage with its own grammar. The more you 
get trained, the better you become. Whether 
there is a programme to be performed or not, 
one should keep sharpening his acting skills,” 
Yog stresses.

“There is a huge pool of  acting talent in 
Coimbatore that needs to be properly chan-
nelised. Every time I have conducted an act-
ing workshop, I have been struck by the pro-
fessionalism and dedication of  youngsters 
here. With productions like Coimbatore The-
atre Club, the city will soon be witnessing a 
revolution in theatre. We’ll also be setting up 
a base here soon,” he divulges.

the Filmfare Award for the Best Debut Actress, Anjali is 
looking forward to another accolade for her performance 
in Angadi Theru soon. With yet another feather being 
added to her cap, Anjali is looking forward to the release 
of  Rettaisuzhi today. 

First big break 
I had finished a Telugu film at that point of  time when 
Ram, director of  Kattradhu Tamizh offered me the role of  
Anandhi in the film. He said that he could spot the essence 
of  the character in me. And I accepted it. After that, An-
gadi Theru has become yet another turning point in my 
life. I get calls from people whom I do not even know. Most 
of  these callers are college girls who feel that they can 
connect with my role. 

About Rettai Suzhi 
I play a school teacher in the film, who happens to be Bhara-
thiraja’s daughter. In Angadi Theru, I was seen in churi-
dars. But in Rettai Suzhi, I will be seen in sarees. It’s a kind 
of  bubbly role. And working with stalwarts in Tamil cin-
ema like Bharathi Raja and Balachander is amazing. 
Bringing them together in a film is not that easy, nor can 
it happen often and working with them was an honour 
for me. 

Other projects 
I feel blessed that I am getting to work with good pro-

duction houses and big banners. Cloud Nine is one 
such production house and Thoonga Nagaram, is a 
first-of-its-kind independent production. Apart from 
this, I am doing Magizhchi based on acclaimed 
writer Neela Padmanabhan’s novel Thalaimuraigal. 
Thambi Veethothi Sundaram, which is based on a 
real incident in Kanyakumari has me in a different 
role. Maharaja is one more film I am doing where 
I will be spotted in a slightly modern role. 

Plans ahead 
I feel that I am being recognised. Now I will be 
choosy about the roles I pick. I will not attempt 

something that does not suit me. In the film 
circles, my make-up men and crew say that 
my natural skin tone is a major plus point. 
Therefore, it does not require a lot of  make-
up. Even in Rettaisuzhi, there isn’t much 
make up. I wouldn't choose flashy, glamor-
ous roles and will not welcome skimpy 
dresses or intimate scenes.
